Crooke & Thompson Ltd

The firm dates back at least to 1825 when John Crook
was operating a coal yard at Riley Green. In 1872 the firm
amalgamated with the Thompson brothers to become Crook &
Thompson, their logo, a black diamond on a white diamond,
being an amalgamation of those of the two former firms. Their
main yard was at Audley in Blackburn.
